e The addition of maternal Tdap dose
e Hepatitis B eligibility expansion to Grade 12
e Rotavirus changed to Rotarix 2-dose series in place of 3-dose Rotateq series

Simplified catch-up schedules to reflect that all students are eligible for Hepatitis B and
HPV vaccines until grade 12
